Tournament location: Université de Moncton : CEPS building

Accommodations: Each visiting province will be provided three night accommodations in residence at résidence Lefebvre. Reserved for each delegations are 6 double rooms, plus 2 single rooms for team captain and province coordinator. Family members wishing to stay at the residence will require to pay $25.00 each based on double accommodations.

All reservations of lodging must be made by May 15, 2006 and paid in advance. Those that are not paid in advance may find themselves searching for alternate lodging at their own expense. Such can be booked 
Each room will have bedding and towel, face cloth and small soap. Bathrooms and showers are shared one for women and one for men on each floor of the residence.

Family members and other visitors wishing to avail themselves of the breakfast can order tickets in advance at a cost of $7.00 each tax included, however theses tickets must be paid in advance.
